| was wondering how to start our 2017 annual report:

a) on an optimistic note, which inevitably implies naivety (Why not?! In times of a
crisis people become dreamers!),

or

b) on a realistic and analytical note (What is the point then? There are thousands of
pages of analyses, while today’s world needs and takes notice of actions!),

or

c) on a report-type note, with compliments (Indeed, what we have achieved is
important! Well, but this is the way we, the NGOs in Bulgaria, often write, and nobody
seems to take notice of this).

| am going to start the usual way — as if | am telling a story: to everybody with
whom we worked in the course of 2017, our counterparts from the NGO sector with
whom we were deeply and emotionally involved in all kinds of topics; to our partners
from the media and businesses with whom we discussed how to change “the things
in Bulgaria”; to our counterparts from the institutions with whom we designed new
approaches or we failed in our endeavors; (Before | move on, let me express my
gratitude to all of above mensioned for having been together with us in our creative
efforts, which, hopefully, have changed the world for the better.)

Our high priority for 2017 was finalizing the register reform, and thus ease the
burden on the registration of organizations and the reporting system. It was equally
important for us to put efforts in ensuring more mechanisms for NGO funding, being
aware of this as a key factor for their sustainability and independence. We were
successful with the first priority (the amendments in the Not-for-Profit Legal Entities
Act - NPLEA, entered into force since early 2018), while the outcomes in terms of the
second priority were controversial. It was equally important that we strengthen our
partnerships and broaden the scope of our training programs — on a monthly basis we
dedicated at least one week to enhancing the capacity of NGOs.

We were, of course, confronted with challenges all the time. | would highlight
two of them: a) the fading “closeness” — most of our campaigns are focused rather
on “stopping” something negative from happening than on acting as the engine of
changes in policies; and b) the proposed roundabout of the absurd choice — stability vr
reforms, human rights vr economics, we vr the migrants...? And a growing number of
dividing lines emerging in the environment in which we operate.

Nevertheless, our annual unemotional review allows me to rather end on an
optimistic note by referring to the year 2017 as a success story in spite of some
difficulties: there was controversial development, but, nonetheless, development; the
ambitions and the desire to bring about changes increased, and our leadership as
civil society organizations gathered a growing number of people around our causes.
One cannot but call this growth! Our vision for the future continues to be focused on
ensuring that the NGO community becomes more sustainable, expands and boosts its
independence; that ever more people get involved in civic activities, and that — | do not

know if our life will improve — but more
happier and better united in our life. |
believe that if we, the NGOs in Bulgaria,
are the active leaders of change and the
civic potential is in the right direction,
“no one can take a dig at us”.

Thank you to all our partners and like-
minded people for the support and the
joint efforts! Of course, my biggest thanks
are for the BCNL trustees and team who
worked in a professional, tireless and
dedicated manner so that the Bulgarian
NGOs would feel better and have more
capacity to act. We are proud of being
part of the International Center for Not-
for-Profit Law and the European Center
for Not-for-Profit Law with which we
work together towards consolidating the
right to association based on our belief
that the civil organizations are the main
mechanism for creating an independent
and prosperous civil society.

2017 was a year of parliamentary elections. We started
the year with optimism, the amendments to the NPLEA were
passed in 2016. At the end of the year, following letters sent
and insistence by BCNL, the Modernization of Administration
Directorate to the Council of Ministers convened a meeting with
NGOs at which all the stakeholders were invited to participate
in a working group for preparing the procedure for the election
of the Council for Civil Society members. BCNL was nominated
for participation in the working group. The Council will have
an advisory status and will provide operational support to the
state in designing and implementing policies aimed to facilitate
e development of civil society organizations and create
ditions for promoting civil initiatives and ensuring financial
rt for them.

=» Negative trends

As pointed out in the beginning, however, irrespective of
the good news, there were also some not particularly positive
developments. A proposal foramendmentsto the Judicial System
Act was submitted in the summer of 2017, whose purpose was
an attempt to limit the financing of magistrates’ associations.
As a result of opinions expressed by many organizations, these
draft amendments were not accepted. However, to our regret,
the amendments to the Environmental Protection Act related
to repealing the two-instance appeal procedure for projects
with “national relevance” were passed by the 44th National
Assembly, in spite of the resistance of many CSOs. The National
Assembly also has on its agenda a draft for amendments to
the Administrative Code of Procedure which may result in a
substantial increase of the fees in appeal procedures.

While the Natural Persons and Support Measures Act which
is to repeal the archaic guardianship system and the restrictions
of the legal capacity of persons with intellectual disabilities and
mental health problems had a sweeping start in early 2017 (it
went through its first reading in five parliamentary committees),
destiny remained unclear following the constitution of the
h National Assembly (similar to other reform policies —
ample, the Juvenile Justice Act).

The de minimis rule? for the financing projects with EU
funds remained applicable — despite of all the efforts made
by BCNL and its partners to have a different state aid regime
in respect of NGO financing, the Managing Authorities of the
Operational Programs did not change their view on the topic.
A small success was achieved due to the firm stance of BCNL
and the Citizen Participation Forum that the procedure for CSO
participation under the Good Governance OP be managed by
an external operator, which resulted in a public procurement
procedure for the selection and evaluation for applicants
managing the scheme.

BCNL experts were asked by the Euroasian Anti-Poverty
Network (EAPN) to prepare a study on contracting public
services in healthcare and social welfare. In parallel with this
study, we also drafted proposals regarding the Healthcare
Act with the aim to allow the outsourcing of integrated health
and social services to external suppliers, including NGOs. The
destiny of these proposals for improved interaction between
the state and NGOs remained also unclear after another change
in the ministerial positions — in this case, the Minister of Health.

A slightly controversial bill was in BCNL's operational area —
the Social Economy Act whose title was subsequently changed
into the Enterprises of Social Economy Act. We were left in a
dispute with the Ministry of Labor and Social Policy over the
scope of this law: what it should regulate and the extent to
which it should be “restrictive” and “encouraging”.

The 44th National Assembly set up again a Public Council
of CSOs as a body facilitating the interaction between the
legislative branch and the civil society. The Council comprises
over 26 organizations, BCNL being one of them.

The working group set up for putting in place a mechanism
to select the members of the Council for Development of
Civil Society and its Operational Rules also proves the wish
to involve NGOs in making decisions relevant to them. What
remains to be seen is how this interaction will translate into a
working, transparent and representative mechanism for NGO
policies.

Within the framework of the Partnership for Open
Governance initiative, a wish for joint work was declared.
After several discussions and an agreement achieved on ways
ensuring the active involvement of NGOs in the implementation
and monitoring of this policy, specific actions and outcomes
are still expected.

A slightly different example — an example for a real success
in the times of unhealthy contradictions - is the one with the
capital city. Sofia Municipality signed a partnership agreement
in the area of social services and protection with 29 CSOs,
hich is in itself innovative for Bulgaria. This agreement was
source of many developments — the idea about a fund
ovations in the social sector which will finance NGO
joint annual awards for social workers, joint working
improvements in the social area.

While our main activity is conducted in Bulgaria, in 2017 we
proposed to our collegues from Macedonian SOS Children’s
Villages regarding changes in their social legislation in order
to fully implement social contracting in the Macedonian legal
system. We trained, jointly with Mental Disability Advocacy
Center (MDAC), a group of lawyers working with NGOs on the
topic of the protection of children and adolescents with intellectual
difficulties, with a focus on cases of abuse and the possibility to
have strategic law suits

SOS Children’s Villages International invited us to get involved
in their world project implemented in 24 countries with the aim to
ensure increased financing for child services provided by NGOs.
We trained experts from 23 local SOS Children’s Villages (from
Eurasia, the Middle East, and Africa) in Sofia, and our experts
nducted for the first time training for 20 persons from SOS
ren’s Villages Latin America in Medellin, Columbia.

=» NGO House

Our special space — NGO House — became even more special
for our community, and our joint initiatives increased in number.
One of the most important of them was enlarging the space for
common civic energy — together with Listen Up Foundation and
TELUS International, we created A Hub: a space for NGO events,
social innovations, and entrepreneurship. We will always cherish
the lovely “coffee breaks” of the Maria’s World Foundation
when Nadeto, Svetleto and Ogi would invite us to a cup of
coffee, while practicing how to organize a coffee break. One of
the events which enabled us to involve outsiders in the world of
the NGO sector was incorporating the civic spirit in the initiative
European Night of Museums by turning the NGO House and A
Hub into an Arena of Talent.

The sources of this income are the grants received. Solely the disbursed pans of these grams are
accounted as income i the year. The disbursed as income grants, for which there are attended
clauses, are specified as financing under conditions in the Profit and Loss Account. The income from the
grants for fixed assets is recognized only to the extent of the allowances for depreciation and the balance
is reflected in the Balance sheet as long-term habilities /deferved income and financing/. Unreahized
financial resources during the year are specified in the Balance sheat as short-term or long term financing,
depending on the period for which they will be disbursed. The realized expenses, exceeding the grants
received to the date of the financial statement, are recognized as income and reported as other short-term
receivables in the Balance sheet.
